The Completion Ceremony for School Renovation Project in Saint Lucia

The Completion Ceremony for the renovation of Riviere Doree Anglican Combined School under
the Grant Assistance for the Grassroots Human Security Project was held on Friday 12 July 2019
at the Riviere Doree Anglican Combined School in Choiseul, Saint Lucia.

The school received a grant totaling US $74,480 from the Government of Japan for the
renovation of the building that houses approximately 100 students and staff of the school. The
project is aimed at improving the structure’s sanitation and safety and creating an improved
learning environment for the students and staff.
