Japanese Government Funds Procurement for Compactor Truck for Recyclable
Waste Collection in Dominica

The handing over ceremony for the Grant Assistance for the Grass-roots Human Security
Project (GGP) entitled “The Project for Procurement of Compactor Truck in Dominica”
took place at 9:00 a.m. on March 14, 2014 at the Dominica Solid Waste Management
Corporation, Roseau, Commonwealth of Dominica.

The Dominica Solid Waste Management Corporation received a grant of US$70,425
from the Government of Japan which was used for the procurement of a compactor truck
to collect recyclable waste. Through this project, the Corporation will be able to expand
the area to collect recyclable waste in Dominica.
