Youth Communicator for a World without Nuclear Weapons

1. Background

(1) As the only country to have ever suffered atomic bombings, Japan has the

responsibility to firmly pass on to the next generations the correct understanding of
the realities of atomic bombings beyond borders and generations. In this regard, in
September 2010, the Japanese Foreign Ministry launched a program called
“Special Communicator for a World without Nuclear Weapons” to support atomic
bomb survivors (Hibakusha) to tell their first-hand experiences about the
consequence of the use of nuclear weapons.

(2) In addition to this, as Hibakushas are aging, the Foreign Ministry recognized the

necessity to transmit the reality of atomic bombings to future generations. In this
regard, a program called “Youth Communicator for a World without Nuclear
Weapons” was launched by the Japanese Foreign Minister, Mr. Fumio Kishida in
April 2013. To further develop this program, Mr. Kishida expressed his strong
desire to share this sense of mission with young people around the world in March
2016.

. What is the mission of “Youth Communicator for a World without Nuclear

Weapons”?

(1) The “Youth Communicator for a World without Nuclear Weapons” is expected to

pass on the realities of the use of nuclear weapons to the international community
as well as to future generations through attending various international events,
such as atomic bombing exhibitions.

(2) The opinions expressed by the “Youth Communicators” during these occasions do

not necessarily represent the views of the Government of Japan, but their
commissioned activities are supported by it.

. How to apply?

Applicants of “Youth Communicators” should meet all the following requirements.
Applications are required to be submitted through local governments, high schools,
universities, or appropriate organizations.

(1) 15-30 years old
(2) A person who has a record of or concrete plans for activity, research, training, or



education in the disarmament and non-proliferation field with a central focus on
activities in relation to nuclear disarmament or non-proliferation

(3) A person who, having been assigned the title of Youth Communicator, will speak to
an international audience about the results of activity, research, training, or
education in the disarmament and non-proliferation field, either in Japan or abroad,
with a central focus on activities aiming for a world without nuclear weapons

(4) A person upon whom the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Japan determines that it is
appropriate to bestow the title of Youth Communicator

4. Expenses

The Japanese governments does not fund for the travel or any other expenses of
Youth Communicators.

If the project involves participants from Taiwan or any other region, etc. with which Japan does not have diplomatic relations, the organization shall follow the instructions given by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Japan

The project shall be non-profit and be carried out in the public interest, and the organization shall not engage in coercion in relation to the solicitation of donations, the provision of assistance or participation in the project.

The project shall be carried out in line with the outline contained in the document attached to the application form. If the organization intends to make any changes due to an unavoidable reason, it shall provide notification to that effect immediately.

G7 Hiroshima Foreign Ministers’ Meeting Pre-Event
Forum of Youth Communicators for a World without Nuclear Weapons in Hiroshima

1. The Ministry of Foreign Affairs held the “G7 Hiroshima Foreign Ministers’ Meeting
Pre-Event: Forum of Youth Communicators for a World without Nuclear Weapons in
Hiroshima — What Young People Can Do to Realize a World Free of Nuclear Weapons”
on March 27.

2. In the first session, Mr. Fumio Kishida, Minister for Foreign Affairs of Japan, who
launched the Youth Communicators for a World without Nuclear Weapons program,
delivered opening remarks to young people who served as Youth Communicators for a
World without Nuclear Weapons. Minister Kishida stressed the importance of spreading
understanding of the realities of the atomic bombings across generations and borders, and
announced 1) commencement of the International Networking Initiative of Youth
Communicators for a World without Nuclear Weapons and 2) a plan to invite over 1,000
people to Hiroshima and Nagasaki.

3. Following these remarks, representatives of Youth Communicators conveyed a message
of hope to Foreign Minister Kishida that Japan will lead, as a global leader, global efforts
to eliminate nuclear weapons leading up to the G7 Foreign Ministers’ Meeting to be held
in Hiroshima in April.

4. In the second session, former Youth Comunicators reported their activities, video
messages from young Americans were shared, and panel discussion with atomic bomb
survivors were held. The forum ended with a success.
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
